Daily life in the school

The kids in Nordurbaer were very excited to have Pippi over for a visit and they are going
to tell her, and you, about the daily life in Vesturborg and the food they eat. Pippi enjoys
spending time with the youngest kids and was an active participant during her stay. The
day at Vesturborg starts at 7:30 when the first children arrive. We gather in one ward and
then at 8:00 the other wards open and each kid goes to their ward. There are 78 children
in the school ranging from the ages 2-6 year old and most of the kids stay for the whole
day, i.e. 8-9 hours. The preschool is open from 7:30-17:00 when everyone goes home with
their mom and dad tired but happy. “Everyone is friends in Vesturborg” is our motto.

We deal a lot with the ideas of respect and friendship and the children learn to work out
their differences with our assistance. Free play is one of the major aspects of daily life in
the youngest ward; the reason is that the children learn so much by communicating with
each other. The children in Vesturborg are very diligent and learn a lot in school and take a
lot of trips around their neighbourhood. The kids learn dancing, swimming and take P.E. at
KR which is the local sports-club. Pippi has experienced a lot of things and everybody has
enjoyed her stay. Here is her diary of what she has been doing.

Food

with milk and raisins. After eating she had some Lysi, which is cod liver oil rich in Omega-3
acids and vitamin A and D. The children at Vesturborg take one spoon of Lysi every
morning and are rarely ill. Pippi has been in very good health while she’s been at
Vesturborg. ©

The food we eat in school is very healthy. Our chef, Kristy, cooks our food every day from
fresh ingredients. We always eat fish twice a week and the rest of the week we eat other
healthy food. We also eat a lot of fruits. Pippi liked the Porramatur best, that is food that
was eaten in the olden days (the Vikings ate it). The food is pickled and therefore keeps
well. She also liked eating cured shark, even though the taste was a bit strong. The kids in
Nordurbaer like cooked fish with potatoes and butter the best.

The children in Midbzer were really excited to have Pippi visiting them. They are going to tell her,
and you, about the sculptures that are in our neighbourhood as well as how Icelanders dress, both
nowadays and in the olden times. The children of Midbaer are born between 2008 and 2010. They
go for a walk once a week, either around the neighbourhood or downtown. Sometimes they take a
bus and go on longer excursions such as the Domestic Animal Zoo of Reykjavik. There are some
sculptures around in our part of town and the kids went for a walk to take pictures for you.

The sculpture on the right is called “The Iceland Symbol” and is a monument of the establishment
of the Icelandic republic in 1944. The one on the left is called “Outlaws” and is the first Icelandic
piece of art that the Icelandic National Gallery in 1904

The photo on the right is of some old baiting sheds and a boat, fish was processed there in the
olden days. The middle picture is of a sculpture called “Rescue” and depicts a man saving another
one from dangerous sea conditions. The photo to the left is a sculpture of the fish that is or has
been caught through the years.

Icelandic landscape

The children of Sudurbaer taught Pippi about the Icelandic landscape. They told her about
all the different things that exist in the Icelandic nature. Pippi learned that the mountains
of Iceland are big and cold. There are also large glaciers in Iceland and Vatnajékull (lake
glacier) is the biggest glacier in Iceland and in Europe. Iceland also has the most powerful
waterfall in Europe which is called Dettifoss (falling waterfall).

Pippi also learned that some of the mountains in Iceland can erupt. Those mountains are
called volcanoes. Fire runs from those mountains and can make the trees burn. When the
fire cools down, it turns into stone. This fire is called lava. There is a lot of water in Iceland,
both hot and cold. The hot water is underground and the cold water is in rivers and
springs. Sometimes the hot water erupts from the earth in geysers. Because there is so
much hot water in Iceland, there are many swimming pools here — swimming pools with
hot water.
